RESEARCH:

During the years 2009/2011, I worked as a sub-investigator in an international research (LPL100601) to judge the efficacy and safety of an IP named Darapladib. It was a double blind, placebo controlled, event driven, multi centered international trial which involved DATA entry in InForm, GCP, RAMOS calling, PGx, patient recruitment, diversity and follow-up. Our hospital, AFIC/NIHD was allocated 50 subjects who were on regular follow-up with me. Their regular clinical evaluation was done and the blood samples were sent to the central labs of QUEST DIAGNOSTICS located internationally and the reports were collected on fax as well as by the post. The adverse events and serious adverse events were notified via RAMOS and INFORM to the central research centers, as well as to the IRB and the hospital ethical committee. The number of MACE internationally was monitored, which was the regulating factor in the progress of the study world-wide.
